Ron & Diane Cataldo presented the new Rally Guide.  Except for adjusting selection of national winners to accumulated position value instead of accumulated time it was accepted as written for trial.  Noted that original score sheets required to be sent to entrant within 14 days of event.

Proposal to make Rally committee a permanent standing committee services to NAC.  Maximum 2 per region, 6 members, duties to administer Rally problems and results.  Members:  Read, Krueger, Prine, Connally, LeRoux, Ron & Diane Cataldo.

Rule C5 (1991 rules) adopted to prevent restorer or other person from replacing entrant at judging scene 58 to 0.

NAC: Standing committee reelected.

1989 Biennial Meet in Bend, OR discussed.  

Of 7 protests last year 6 involved non-notification of entrant  re: non-authenticity deducts. 1 presence of owner (who it was determined was there ).
