1991 AGM  Long Beach, CA  30 clubs  60 delegates  Phil Hill

Mike Dale becomes President JCNA Emeritus and Mike Cook President.  Barbara Grayson elected to JCNA  Board of Directors.

Plan to turn JCNA from a Jaguar-administered group of affiliated clubs into a self-governing organization supported by Jaguar announced for completion in 1995.

Membership 5400

JCNA budget announced as $140M from JCNI $65-70M from subs & trophies etc. Jaguar Journal outlay $13M/issue=$78M annually.

Protests for 1990 took on a more sinister turn than ever before.  It pointed up the requirement that the Concours chairman and chief judge must be up on all the rules and make strenuous efforts to apply rules correctly and handle on scene problems firmly and with decorum.

Vicarage Mk 2 or Coupes reworked to roadsters judgeable but non-authentic parts or missing part require deductions.

Agreed that the Exterior judge be responsible for “judging door sills, kick (tread) plate, shut face and hinge face areas” 62 to 9.

Unanimous approval to add “fit” to Poor lacing/stitching line under carpets.

Monte Carlo rules by Bill Streitenberger incorporated into Rally rules unanimously.

Agreed 59 to 9 that entrant must be a JCNA club member at time of concours entry to have score qualify for National Championships.

The Connally Committee presented their Driven Class proposal which was remanded back to committee in 1990.  After rather heated debate on similar items as were brought up in 1990 it was accepted 42 to 30.

A minimum annual mileage amendment was struck down 18 to 55.

An amendment to judge boot and engine compt. For authenticity lost 5 to 67 (A2)

A provision for a Driven Division Challenge Cup was eliminated unanimously.

A unanimous vote agreed to place the program in effect for 1991.

Proposal to make 2 XJD classes, 1975-80 and 1982 on failed 20 to 50.

Chuck Cowie’s judge testing proposal was agreed to 58 to 8. (Question asked “what to do if insufficient qualified judges are available?” Not answered.  Other problems have arisen as clubs face the facts for 1991).

Proposal for “senior class” remanded to NAC to poll clubs in region and report in 1992.  

Optional Slalom Program adopted unanimously.

Proposal that election of Regional Representatives be limited to votes of delegates from clubs in own region agreed to 42 to 14.  Vote to be by delegates and proxies from own region agreed 42 to 14.

NAC remains same as 1990.

Parts and Services Data Base, originated in 1990 held up due to JCI legal concerns.  (with advent of JCNA separation from JCI those legal considerations may evaporate.)
