1976 AGM  Kansas City, KS  23 clubs 36 delegates + 20 others      Mike Dale

Recommended that all clubs become incorporated as not-for-profit corporations to protect individuals.

Tom Hendricks presented an overview of the Rules committee’s accomplishment to date.  After an exposure to many styles of judging in existence, component, one score sheet, pre-judging, whole car, the subject was left to “local option”.

Judging protests were discussed.  Resolution introduced authorizing only one (1) sanctioned concours per club.  LA proposed amendment for two (2).  One per club approved.

No changes to 1975 score sheet.

Rules committee re-elected with no changes in mission or membership.

Concours Handbook to cover subjects:

· Organizing of concours

· Financing

· Insurance coverage

· Admission fees

· What to look for when judging

· Selecting site

· Preparation & cleanup of site

· Rain date

· Protection of cars

· Basic publicity

· Preference for “mobile” concours

· Presentation of trophies at end of judging or at evening banquet

After proposals for non-authenticity deducts from 10% to 50% a compromise 30% was adopted.

Emphasized that the publicity for the show should state rules for show, type of judging, judges decisions, originality & authenticity.

 (In 1976 judge’s decisions were final, only local conduct of show subject to protest.)

 (Might also be noted here that by 1992 only the statement “concours to be in accordance with JCNA Official Rules” is usually quoted.  It might be time to consider how to get information to new contestants!!)
