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The next time you see ñGodivaò Smith, take a closer look. 
She is a special 2006 XK8 Victory Edition. The Victory 
Edition celebrated Jaguar's four championship wins in the 
North American Trans-Am road racing series, claiming its 
fourth Manufacturerôs title and second in a row in 2004. 
The Victory Edition added to a successful lineage of spe-
cial and limited edition XK8s introduced since its launch. 
Just 1,050 of the Victory Edition XK8s were produced 
solely for the American market beginning in June 2005. 
They made their world debut at the 2005 Los Angeles 
Auto Show and the 1,050 models were split amongst 
XK8s and XKRs in convertibles and coupes. 
 

Introduced in 1995, the XK8 became the fastest-selling 
sports car in Jaguar's history with its front engine, rear-
wheel drive construction. After 10 years of production, the 
XK8 Victory Edition was the end of the run before Jaguar 
introduced the new, aluminum-bodied XK and restyled 
the car inside and out. The final XK8 came off the pro-
duction line at Brownôs Lane on May 27

th
, 2005 and is 

now part of the Jaguar Heritage Collection. ñGodivaò 
Smith was one of the last vehicles to be built at Brownôs 
Lane in Coventry (hence the carôs name). 
 

The XK8 coupe and convertible are powered by the nor-
mally aspirated, 294 bhp, all-aluminum, 4.2 litre AJ-V8 
Jaguar engine, while the supercharged XKRs pack a po-
tent 390 horsepower. It has many of the features you 
would expect in a luxury car: fully adjustable driver and 
passenger heated seats, power folding mirrors, tilt and 
telescope steering wheel, satellite navigation, AM/FM 
radio with built-in cassette plus 6-CD changer located in 
the boot, reversing sensors, built-in programmable gar-
age door opener, and contrasting double-stitched leather 
upholstery. 
 

Exclusive features of the XK8 Victory Edition include an 
elm burl wood veneer as standard, leather-edged floor 
mats with a white ñleaperò logo, 19-inch 'Atlas' style 
wheels with a sporty chrome finish, and standard Blue-
toothÈ wireless connectivity ï the first Jaguar thus 
equipped. 
 

Tying in with Jaguar's racing heritage, special badging 
and accents adorn the Victory models in acknowledge-
ment of the XK8sô racing achievements. Polished door 
tread plates feature checkered flag emblems. The Jaguar 
Growler badge on the front of the car also features 

checkered flag accents on each side of the emblem. This 
subtle addition to the Growler is perhaps the most distinc-
tive identifying exterior mark of a true Victory Edition.  
 

One final factoid:  the dashboards on all XK8s ï not just 
the Victory Edition ï are designed in the shape of the 
wings of the famous World War II Spitfire.
