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24 Heures du Mansñ A BUST FOR JAGUARõs RETURN !! 
The event õso grueling, once a year is enoughõ ran last month for the 78th 

time on Le Circuit de la Sarthe before record crowds and fantastic weather.  

A duel between Audi and Peugeot in the top class of LMP1 (for LeMans Pro-

totype heavyweight cars) was expected, and delivered.   Audi was slower, 

but won itõs ninth victory in the fastest Le Mans ever by pushing the four 

Peugeot prototypes to their breaking point.   I was reminded of the literary 

line, ò...and then there were twoó, and so on, as each of the Peugeots fell by the wayside.  When the last 

Peugeot experienced an engine failure just over two hours from the end of the 24 hours of constant rac-

ing, they were showing the in car video and audio, and it sounded like ôbolts in a blenderõ.  Peugeot had 

won last year after nearly a decade of Audi dominance, so Audi was determined to regain their glory on 

average speed, durability, and great pit stops.  Audi has never failed to make the podium in their eleven 

starts at Le Mans, and their team organization and execution is what everyone tries to emulate.  Most of 

these wins, and Peugeotõs win last year, have been with turbocharged diesel powered cars, since their 

higher thermodynamic efficiency  resulting from their higher compression ratios, leads to 1-2 laps more 

per tank of fuel.  Fewer pit stops result in faster overall average speeds.    

 

We, of course, were wanting to see positive outcome from the solo factory supported Jaguar XKR driven 

by Rocketsports Racing of E. Lansing, Michigan.   It runs in another class of cars, called GT2, where the 

car has to be based on a production chassis.  Competition in this class comes from Ferrari, Aston Martin, 

Porsche, and Corvette racing teams.  It took 10 years for Corvettes to win their first class win at Le Mans, 

and a win by Jaguar was never meant to be, as our teamõs car never even made the pre start reconnais-

sance lap, much less the starting grid.  After the overheating related failure to run more than a few laps at 

the start of the 12 Hours of Sebring in March, it is a pity to travel all the way to France with all that gear, 

qualify for the race, and then fail to be able to even start the event.   

 

Rocketsports Racing Team principal Paul Gentilozzi was interviewed briefly during the coverage of the 

race to explain why the XKR was not on the track.  He said they were having some type of electrical short 

in the engine crankshaft sensor circuit that was sending as much as 110V into the engine computer.  As 

most computer boards run at 5V, that was obviously causing some problems.  It would have to be some 

type of capacitor discharging into the wiring harness in order to generate short term shocks of 9 times the 

voltage of the vehicle electrical system.  With the production XKR having like 12 or more onboard com-

puters in a data bus type electrical system design, I am not sure how much of that system was retained in 

the race car, but if so, it is probably not mature enough to be a great choice for an endurance racer.   

More runs in the American Le Mans Series can learn Paul and his team the lessons needed to compete in 

endurance racing on the global stage of le Sarthe.
