2003 CONCOURS REPORT

  JCNA had a good concours year during 2003.  Participation was up and that’s good.

  I am not going to get into the lengthy report on concours statistics this year because all of those statistics can be found on the web site and I am sure the JCRC has compiled most of them for its research.

  The JCRC have been reviewing the current concours rulebook and will make its recommendation at the2004 AGM.  The JCRC has but in a lot of time and effort in order to make the rule a bit more logical and workable.

  The JCNA Web master has done a great job of setting up the website for us to post the concours scores.  

  The recording (posting) of the concours score turned out to be less a mystery in 2003 than in previous years.  The availability of the participant JCNA identification number is still the biggest stumbling block.  The Registrar and Chief Judge expect the participant to know his/her JCNA number just off hand.  (How many of you know your social security number right off hand?)  The participant expects the registrar or the chief judge or the person that files the concours report to know where to find her/his JCNA number.

  As hard as our Web master works to make it fool proof they’re still a few of us that are still intimidated when it come to the “WEB.”

  It is still a little vague as to what to do with the concours report once it has been posted on the web.  Do I keep a copy?  Do I send a copy to someone?  Who do I send it to?  OR who do I send the report to get it posted on the web? 

  Let’s review the criteria that is required in order to qualifying for the JCNA North American year-end Championship awards.

1. Acquire a current copy of the 2004 Official JCNA Concours Rulebook.

2. Commit to show your Jaguar in either Champion or Driven Division.

3. Commit to participate in as many JCNA sanctioned concours as possible.

  In order to qualify for the JCNA North American Championship awards you must be a JCNA member and have participated in and be awarded a score in at least three (3) JCNA sanctioned concours during the current concours year.  This holds true for both divisions.  The three highest (best) score will be averaged in order to determine your year-end final score.  These scores may be earned in any of the six JCNA regions.

  If you did not place in the top three places in your class you will then be considered for a North American Regional award.

  The criteria for the Regional awards are:  You only have to participate in two (2) JCNA regional sanctioned concours.  One stipulation that must be remembered is that you must have participated and was awarded scores in two regional concours, these two concours must have been held in your parent region.  Your two highest (best) scores earned in your parent region will be considered toward the Regional award.

   Be prepared to purchase a New revised concours rulebook and the new Series II E-type supplement.  Both the new proposed rules and supplement is dependant on the AGM delegates’ approval.
