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The Andrew Whyte Service Award was established to honor a very special man.  It commemorates Andrew Whyte, who was for several years in charge of Jaguar worldwide public relations.  He left the company to become a free-lance writer and, as the author of many books about Jaguar, was recognized as the company’s unofficial historian.  His personal knowledge of the company was vast and he wrote the definitive biography, Jaguar, The History of A Great British Car.  During his Jaguar career, Andrew unstintingly gave his time and talent to support the Jaguar enthusiast movement around the world.  He always had time to talk to people, write letters and participate!  On a cold day in England, he was frequently seen, roaring down the M1 motorway in a D-type with his hair flying, experiencing the thrill and exhilaration of his Jaguar.  
Commitment to the marque and the people who love Jaguar is the primary basis for the Andrew Whyte Service Award.  This is JCNA’ s most prestigious recognition for an individual club member.  Nominations for the Andrew Whyte Award are submitted by JCNA affiliate clubs on behalf of members who volunteer their services well beyond the norm.  It is given for local service, national service or contributions in both areas.  It is not a competitive trophy.  It recognizes hard work and dedication to JCNA and reflects Andrew’s personal philosophy.   The award was created by Karen Miller, a close friend of Andrew's, who wanted to commemorate his achievements.

 

1. Presented For Service At The Following Levels:
a. Local JCNA club

b. JCNA Region

2. Eligibility: 

a. Eligible:  JCNA members in good standing (including Members-at-Large).  The purpose of the Andrew Whyte Service Award is to recognize the contributions of individuals who work for unity, cooperation and good relations within the JCNA network.  
b. Ineligible: Employees of Jaguar Cars, Inc.

3. Presentation Intervals:

The award will be presented at intervals of not less than 12 months. However, if the Special Awards Committee believes the criteria have not been met, it may not be presented in a given calendar year.

4. Services & Contributions:

Services & Contributions for which a member is nominated may have been performed at any time during the period of JCNA membership. There is no minimum qualifying membership period required.

5. Types Of Service Qualifying A Nominee:
a. Holding office(s)
b. Working specific jobs at club events
c. Regular, documented attendance at club functions: i.e.: general meetings, board & planning meetings, events 

d. Club membership promotion/growth 

e. Working to improve communication with nearby clubs & JCNA 

f. Exhibiting leadership at local level
g. Exhibiting non-partisan leadership at regional levels & above

h. Organizing meetings and events
i. Unique personal contribution other than above

6. Selection Method:
The method of selecting the recipient of the Andrew Whyte Service Award will be as follows:

a. Nominations must come from the Executive Board of JCNA or the JCNA Affiliate Club making the nomination.

b. Nominations must be submitted, in writing, using the JCNA form provided below, and sent to:
