Tuesday, July 31

Participants will enjoy a tour of a club member’s collection of Jaguars, Corvettes, muscle cars and others in a unique setting near New Castle, Indiana. Years of collecting and restoring cars have resulted in well over 60 cars, automotive icons, old gas pumps and other automotive paraphernalia in a two-story museum located in a residential neighborhood.  Jaguars include two Swallows, an SS2, an SS100, numerous E-Types and Saloons.  Corvettes include each Indy pace car and the 1953 Corvette previously owned by Marge Shotts, former owner of the Cincinnati Reds baseball team.  After the tour, registered participants will enjoy dinner under the tent on the lawn before boarding the buses back to Indy.

Wednesday, Aug. 1 (Rally Day)
Join the rally (or opt for the concurrent tour) and embark on an interesting route through central Indiana.  Meet for lunch before heading to Conner Prairie for the rest of the day.  Conner Prairie is a village in the manner of Sturbridge Village, Mass. or Williamsburg, Va. that allows visitors to step back in time to the mid-to-late 1800s with costumed resident interpreters. After the village closes to the public at 5 p.m., participants may have refreshments near the gazebo or tour the museum until dinner is served.  After dinner, attend an old-fashioned Midwest barn dance before returning to the hotel.

Thursday, Aug. 2 (Slalom and Track Day)
Rev up your Coventry Cat and participate in the slalom staged on the grounds of the Indianapolis Motor Speedway. After a morning of racing the clock, we’ll break for lunch next door at the legendary Brickyard Crossing Inn.  After lunch, participants will take a commemorative lap around the Indy 500 oval, slowing at the Start/Finish line for a photo opportunity and to receive a dash plaque at the end of the course. If you haven’t already been to the Indianapolis Motor Speedway Museum, be sure to see it.  Narrated shuttle bus tours of the track ($3 each) or a 45-minute walking tour of the Timing Room on the second floor of the pagoda and the Media Center ($25 each) are available. If that is not enough to get the adrenalin flowing, an opportunity exists for the public to join Jaguar registrants in driving an Indy race car at speed prior to the historic lap around the oval at 3 p.m for convention registrants.  Return to the hotel in time for slalom awards and a reception overlooking downtown Indianapolis.
Friday, Aug. 3 (Concours Day)

The Challenge Championship Concours d’Elegance will take place on Monument Circle in the heart of downtown Indianapolis. Following the motorcycle escort to the venue, participants will have time to dust their vehicles, obtain lunch from a wide variety of eating establishments, and be judged.  Once judged, entrants will have time to take the elevator to the top (230’) of the monument built in 1901 for an impressive eagle-eye view of the Indiana Statehouse to the west, tour the Civil War museum on the ground floor or visit the many eclectic shops in the vicinity.

That evening we’ll enjoy cocktails and dinner in the host hotel’s totally restored Main Hall, formerly known as Union Station, before hearing from our after-dinner speaker and receiving the concours awards.

Saturday, Aug. 4 (final day)
After breakfast, everyone is welcome to make plans to stay in touch and reconvene in two years when we anticipate another opportunity to share in the joy of being a Jaguar owner in another location.
