JCC Update 3
Here are a number of details that should help those planning to attend the Jaguar Challenge Championship:

1. Registration cut-off date is now July 24 for everything.  Cars had to be entered by July 17 and contracted meal counts have to be firm prior to the events.  Those meal counts are a function of other events like the rally and Conner Prairie, so late registration for the package deal as well as the Individual Tickets ends July 24.  Postmark your entry or register online so we have your entry NLT July 24.

2. Numerous entries have been received showing plans to participate in the week’s events but payments only cover some events starting with the track lap on Thursday afternoon.  Virtually all registrants are paying the difference between the package price and what they sent, when the ambiguity in the registration form is explained to them.  Last minute entries won’t have the time to reconcile differences before registration in the Hospitality Suite.  So, if you plan to participate in any JCC event (Foster’s trip, rally/tour, Conner Prairie, slalom) before the lap of the track, you need to on record as paying for the package.  Those who have not replied to their email or snail mail yet, will be contacted shortly.

3. If flying in to IND, a shared ride through CAREY LIMO is the most economical option for guests needing transportation to and from the airport from the Crowne Plaza. They have a counter/office at Ground Transportation at the airport. Shared Ride Cost is $12/person, one way. Their phone number is 317-241-6700.  Cost of a taxi to or from the airport (one way) ranges from $23 to $27 depending on the cab company.  For those not using Mapquest or equivalent for driving directions, I have attached a sheet giving directions from multiple areas.  Please note that there is a major construction project taking place on I-70 coming from the east side of the city. They are rebuilding I-70 from downtown to the east leg of I-465.  The project is referred to as "Super 70".  The project website, www.super70.in.gov is the best source for up-to-date information.  Those hauling trailers from that direction must be especially careful to map a route around that construction.
4. Let’s assume you’ve registered and have just arrived for hotel check-in at the Crowne Plaza or Omni Severin across the plaza.  Most would find it convenient to drop off their luggage and any traveling companion(s) at the front door, then go park their vehicle in the underground lot (2nd level, south end near the elevator).  Upon checking in and getting settled in your room, proceed to the Hospitality Suite in the CP to obtain your registration packet.  Those arriving Tuesday can purchase a sheet of parking stickers for $50 granting you in/out privileges at a savings of ~$22 for the week.  Overnight security has been arranged from Tuesday night through Saturday morning.
5. Those with trailers can find parking info elsewhere on this site.  (Those w/o internet connections will be getting a mailing.)

6. The trip to the Foster Collection for about 140 people will be via bus, as they enjoy a good relationship with their neighbors and wish to keep it that way.  The support team that evening will need to park their vehicles there.  For that reason driving your vehicle to the subdivision is not allowed.  (Those who took the buses to the John O’Quinn Collection in Houston in March can relate to this.)  
7. On Wednesday those who bought the package will either follow the rally route or join those touring the countryside until both groups meet for lunch.  After lunch you’ll have some time to get to Conner Prairie.  Those arriving early will beat the rush hour traffic on the northeast side of town and be able to have more time to interact with the “interpreters” of life in the mid-1800s.  Conner Prairie closes to the public at 5 pm, so we’ll have the courtyard area and air conditioned museum to ourselves, before cocktails and dinner are served.  After dinner some unique entertainment is planned.  Rally awards will be presented that evening.  Those needing a ride to the Prairie will find a sign up sheet in the Hospitality Suite.
8. Our day at the track on Thursday begins with the slalom for those who bought the package.  Those not interested in seeing others attempt to break the record are welcome to spend some time in the IMS museum.  Others arriving early for the track lap are welcome to see the museum for $3 pp.  Once in the museum, visitors will have a chance to see the cars, buy Indy 500, F1 or NASCAR souvenirs or take a walking tour of the Timing Center in the pagoda and the Media Center next door for $25 pp.  They also offer a $3 pp shuttle bus tour of the track but the (sold out) Indy Racing Experience may preempt that opportunity.  Package owners will have a buffet lunch in the air conditioned tent on the far (east) side of the Brickyard Crossing Inn.  Others arriving early for the track lap are welcome to order off the menu of the BCI restaurant (separate from the tent).  The track will provide instructions for the lap before leading us around the oval.  At the start-finish line we’ll slow to enable the photographers to snap you and your passengers in your car.  Afterwards, each car will get a dash plaque.  Extra plaques will be available for $10 as long as the supply lasts.  
9. The no-host cocktail and hors d’oeurves hour will feature awards to the slalom winners after a coordination meeting of those on the concours judging team at 5 pm, probably near the Hospitality Suite.  

10. Those interested in washing their cars can reserve 30 minutes for $5 in the parking garage where 4 bays with water, buckets, and sponges are available (free) for your use.  Bring your favorite sprays and “special sauces.”  We are using the facilities of a Master Detailer’s business for the past 13 years there.  Sign up sheets will be in the Hospitality Suite. 

11. After breakfast Friday, we’ll stage the concours cars in the IU-PUI parking lot cited earlier.  Championship Class cars will queue by class and get their motorcycle escort to the Circle at 8:30 am.  The Driven Class will queue by class and depart the same lot at 9 am.  Display cars can drive from the hotel to the Circle after 9:30 am, parking on the northwest quadrant as directed by the marshals.
12. The Judging Team will have lunch on the 10th floor of the Columbia Club on the northeast quad of the Circle at 11 am.  Scores will be tallied on the Mezzanine above the lobby of the Club.  
13. Our Premier Hosts will be located at tables/displays on the northeast quad of the Circle.  Jaguar World Monthly will also be in a position to enroll new subscribers.
