1994 AGM  Charlotte, NC   36 clubs   58 delegates

Ownership of Jaguar Journal transferred to JCNA effective end of 1993.

70% of Jaguar Cars 1993 US sales of 12,734 were leases.

JCNA’s $6,832  1993 profit increases year end cash position to $25,448.

1993 Biennial concours entries of 111 combined with 797 entries at 38 affiliate concours added up to a high volume year.

The Bill Streitenberger/Larry Currie team took over concours results tabulating and year end National results calculations.

No output from Rule Book Committee established a year ago.

One or two protests alleging “Judging by Committee”, when identical scoring deducts were posted or by “consensus” leading to one score, were submitted.  The rule “judges may confer” did not mean to this extent.

Rally and slalom events are increasing very slowly.  Rally qualifying scores for National awards reduced from 3 to 2 and number of sanctioned rallies per affiliate increased to 2.

Penalties for late dues submission were eliminated in 1993.  Full year dues of $17, half year of $10 established.

The 6th Biennial and Cal-Clubs regional were included in 1993’s 39 concours, 7 rallies and 4 slaloms.

577 judging licenses have been issued.

Special recognition in the Jaguar Journal 100+ Club continues for members submitting stories about attaining 100,000 mile accomplishment or anniversaries with their Jaguar.

1996 AGM host to be Jaguar Associates Group, San Francisco.

Proposed that current Protest rulings be communicated to all clubs, especially those holding concours, immediately upon issue.

Class 16 trials to continue with some rule revisions.

Rule on car ownership for concours entry clarified to avoid incidents which have occurred or questions which may arise regarding joint ownership.

Proposal that all JCNA sanctioned concours shall offer both Champion Division and Driven Division, approved.
