1991 Biennial in St. Louis discussed.

Only 4 or 5 protests, again for failure to notify of non-authenticity deducts.

Ottawa moved to NE region by request.

Rally committee to establish criteria for rally school passed 84 to 5. (seems tough to get Rally committee very active)

Volunteer committee of: Ed Grayson, Bruce Carnachan, Rob Brown, Jake Slot, Jim Brown to develop rules for Slalom competition and report at 1991 AGM.

NAC Election: *B. Grayson 84, *Streitenberger 48, Mayuga 42, *Doane 53, Read 37, *Stamp 51, Taxman 24, Connally 15, *Howe 89, *Palisi 89 (*elected).

Andrew Whyte Annual Service Award announced as idea, NAC to assist in developing criteria.

Monte Carlo type procedures accepted for Rallies.  Minimums for any type rally set at 50 miles or 2 hours.  85 to 6.

After being told that a competition car was improperly judged at the Bend Biennial a thorough discussion led to unanimous agreement that present rules properly applied are adequate.  (I note here that after striking non-applicable items on the score sheet the remaining points represent 100% so a math calculation is required to convert raw score to attained score, not just subtraction from 1000).

Re-emphasized that Tire size guide is not part of rules.  If complexities lead to protests the NAC will make the final decision.

Jack Cowie brought up the judging testing and was appointed to develop a committee to investigate.

Concours season revised to January 1 to November 30 by unanimous approval.

After a convoluted discussion regarding judging responsibility for finish and configuration of tail pipes it was decided to turn it over to the NAC. (I think that the consensus was for the engine judge to cover this but I do not recall any printed word being published.)

Driven Class as proposed accepted by 45 to 40.

Amendment provided: (a) final score raw score divided by 100, (b) Connally Committee to clarify rules and resubmit in 1991, (c) after a difficult discussion it was approved 48 to 36 to judge the engine and boot with the exception of cleanliness. (Connally Committee to report back in 1991).

Statement made by Cook that reproduction of the model information contained in the original rulebook (1977) would be accomplished.  ( I don’t think I have seen or heard about any being available.)
