JCNA becomes independent from the administrative direction of a Jaguar Cars, Inc. employee.  JCNA receives $8,000 cash and $35,000 in sales value of regalia from Jaguar Cars, Inc.  Treasurer’s cash on hand 3/1/92 $14,203.  Jaguar Cars continues to own and publish the Jaguar Journal and furnish subscriptions to all members for $12 per year.  New bylaws are effective and for first time all affiliate members and members-at-large are also JCNA members.

JCNA Tom Palisi, assisted by outgoing President Mike Cook, took over national Class Awards responsibilities for 1991 season’s winners.

Concours sanctions request lead time maximum 1 year, minimum 4 months prior to event.

A Judge’s licensing program got underway in 1991.  Only 1 licensed judge is required on each judging team in 1992.  

Only NW Region clubs have been holding slaloms.

Ford approves Jaguar Cars proposed 5 year plan.  

Jaguar US sales in 1991 down 50% from 1990.  1992 sales projected 10,000 cars with 12,000 in 1993.

St. Louis club establishes “Classic Corner” to display a club car at Jaguar dealership.

1991 proposal for a Concours Senior Division for high point prior winner cars dropped for lack of interest.

Bylaws amended to provide 2 regional Directors per region.  Each one to be elected by the membership in own region for two (2) year overlapping terms.

Bylaws amended to establish joint memberships as follows:

· Husband and wife (family memberships) shall be listed jointly and collectively have the rights and privileges of one member.

Proposal to change rule standing “hoses and clamps must match original”, failed.

Proposal to place 3.8 E-type aluminum radiators on expendable item list so substitutes could be judged without penalty, failed.

Class 6 was clarified as “Series I E-types 1968-on & Series II E-types 1968-on.”

President elect Barbara Grayson appointed an ad hoc committee to review the bylaws and canvas all affiliates for recommendations.
