AGM Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs)
(Changes are underlined.)
Q. I’m looking at the registration form and wondering what the Package Price includes.

A. A Delegate and/or Guest would probably check-in to the hotel after noon on Friday and want to participate in the Friday evening excursion to the Stutz Motorcar Building ($50), have breakfast/lunch and AGM materials ($50) on Saturday, and perhaps receive their award that evening at the banquet ($60).  The $160 Package would be discounted $10, if postmarked by February 20, 2010.  Otherwise, Delegates and/or Guests could select the events they wish to attend and pay separately for each.

Q. I’m having trouble reserving a room online.  The link leads me to a window where I can register using either a dropdown block or an Access Code.  What is the Access Code?  Are many rooms available?
A. Sorry, use the dropdown block and select General Block.  Then, follow the process illustrated on each screen and complete your reservation.  If you encounter a message advising that the rooms have been Sold Out (like I did in mid-November) click on the Back arrow, then the Forward arrow and try again.  That should take you to the screen where you enter your name(s) and can continue.  By mid-January, about half of the block has been reserved.  (The sooner people reserve their room, the sooner we’ll know if we should negotiate an increase in the number of rooms.)    

Q. I’ll be driving to Indy.  Where do I park?  What’s the cost?

A. The 3-level underground parking lot is a long putt from the front door of the hotel, i.e. across the driveway.  Due to the one-way streets, if you are in front of the hotel doors, you’ve just missed the entrance to the parking ramp.  Many prefer to drop off their passenger(s) and luggage by valet parking and drive around the corner to the ramp of the parking garage.  Although hourly rates are posted, the rates now are $20 per day.

Q. I plan to attend the Thursday evening dinner with the BOD.  Is there a cap on attendance?  If I’m flying in late, can I stop by for an appetizer or dessert?

A.  Yes, the room we have reserved is limited to 50 people so we’ll admit the first 50 to sign up.  The restaurant is within easy walking distance, so check into the hotel and stop in.  We should be back by 9 PM and have time to tie up some paperwork in advance of the BOD meeting.  

Q.  I understand that Hagerty Insurance is a Sponsor again this year.  Do they offer roadside assistance for my collector car, as in prior years?

A.  Yes, during the week before the AGM, the weekend of the AGM and the week afterwards, Hagerty provides a complimentary roadside assistance package should your collector car run out of gas or requires some help.  Their intention is to encourage us to drive our older cars to the AGM.  

Q. I’ll be flying into IND.  What’s the best way to get to the Crowne Plaza?

A. Unfortunately, the CP does not have shuttle service.  That results in travelers heading for Ground Transportation on the lowest level where rental cars, limos, buses and taxis can be found.  The Ground Transportation Manager is David Latham, phone 317-487-5217 and the Airport Info Center is 317-487-5555.  A limo will cost $18-25.  A city bus costs about $1.50 but is not likely to drop you off at the door of the Crowne Plaza.  A “Green Line” bus will cost about $7 and drop you off at the CP.  A 20-minute taxi ride is about $31-35 one-way.  To get back to the airport, check with the Hospitality Suite.  A sign-up sheet may result in JAGIN members being able to drop folks off at the airport.

Q. Do you have anything scheduled Friday for those who arrive early or, for that matter, for when the delegates will be in session on Saturday and their spouses/guests will be waiting for the AGM to end?

A.  A committee is exploring options.  It’s likely that sign-up sheets and directions will be available in the Hospitality Suite for those with time to visit the Indianapolis Motor Speedway Museum either day or the renowned Children’s Museum up the street.  The downtown location is conveniently located just 2-3 blocks from an indoor mall.    

Q. I’d like to attend a Roman Catholic Mass Sunday morning before departing IND.  Where is a church and what time are services?

A. Services at St. John the Evangelist cathedral, 1 block north of the hotel, are at 8 and 11 AM on Sundays.

Q. I’d like to arrive a day or 2 early and stay a day or 2 later.  Can I do so at the same room rate?

A.  Yes.  
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
