NE point realignment not ready for presentation. (see 1985)

Proposal to reinstate original tires, batteries and glass as required for authenticity, defeated 12 to 53.

Procedure for members to help Scott Golden develop information on various models to catalog controversial item correctness.  No commercial author’s pubs. Officially acceptable for proof of authenticity. (now 1992 where are they?)

Proposal to prohibit professional cleaning and detailing at Concours defeated 4 to 60.

Divide Class 1 into 

· Class 1A: SS-100, Tourer, Roadster 

· Class 1B: Drophead, Saloon

Agreed to 37 to 18 (11 abstained).

Proposal to require a minimum mileage especially on new cars for concours entry defeated 22 to 36.

General discussion of types of judging left it optional with club conducting concours.

Committee set up to establish criteria for a National Rally program which had been unanimously favored.

National Championship Driven Class proposed. (JCNA supported a single class but not the 6 proposed)  Unanimously opposed.

Replicar defined as a car not constructed at Coventry by the Jaguar Co. not eligible for JCNA points in regular class but may compete in special class at a JCNA event.
