After some adjustment to eliminate tenths, i.e. 9.6 to 10, non-authenticity deducts of 60% approved unanimously.

Proposal to mandate mechanical checks to end of judging lost 12 to 48. (remains flexible with judging team)

Efforts originated for  NAC to reorganize rules book was reported.  Revision promised for distribution in 1988.

Proposal to prohibit judge from touching car without owner’s permission passed 60 to 1.

Authenticity Research Committee: XK120, XK140, E-types, and S-types researchers announced also Project Co-coordinators (has this been followed through to 1992?).  Judging time limits discussed, suggested guide of 20 minutes or under per car to be put in concours guidelines.

A NAC ruling that the Tucson Concours was invalidated because scores were changed to compensate for a particular judges excessive deduct was aired.

A proposal to have the Regions elect the Regional Representatives was defeated 0 to 58.

A proposal that Regional Representatives either go or be available by phone for concours in region failed 8 to 36.  (A 2).

Proposal to outlaw changes in scores submitted except for math errors and then with approval of judge concerned unanimously approved.

Regional Representatives elected: Palisi, Read, Howe, Stamp, Streitenberger, Grayson. 

Disqualification of cars leaving concours field before release approved.

Proposal to determine National Class Champions at Biennial meets defeated 7 to 55.

Score sheet not to be given or shown to entrants on day of concours agreed to 60 to 1.
