A National Meet to crown National Champions got a lot of attention.  Several proposals made, to be addressed in detail at 1981 AGM.

Score sheet problems were discussed this led to Alderidge’s model approved for 1980 and reviewed for cleanup in 1981.

A proposal for certification of judges was voted down! 

Andrew Whyte’s 1981 visit to several clubs was put into an organized status.  The Concours Committee.
