Requirement is to have soft tops erected.

Optional hard tops not acceptable.

Aldridge’s authenticity guide accepted for 1983 for trial.  Reports to Regional representatives.  Continued use for vote 1984

“Rain or shine” rule agreed to.

Authorization of one (1) Regional event per year per region.

Aspen National being poorly subscribed.  Jaguar Journal will get into next issue.

(Aspen 1983 was a success with 100 cars and 200 participants).

National Champion’s ineligibility for next year’s Champion and “Senior” class proposals rejected 47 to 5.

Regional Representatives: Poor, Aldridge, Hunter, Stamp, Streitenberger, Grayson.

Requirement that all club members be subscribers to JJ passed 39 to 11.
